3. Annual report of the executive committee
The Annual Report of the Executive Committee was tabled by Gudrun Northrup.
It is good to reflect on the happenings of 2014 and see what we have achieved together. 

In March the school community and the Yarralumla Residents Association came together to hold a fantastic Community Market Day. There was a real buzz about the school with the community showing up to support the event, despite the weather. The live music and community picnic in the hall all added to the great atmosphere. We followed this with an enjoyable night enjoying our Gala Dinner and silent auction event at the Italo Australian Club in June which was a roaring success.  

The P&C, along with the school, have continued to take small steps to implement technology based tools to keep the community updated and informed. A P&C website (www.ypspandc.com) has been developed with associated email addresses for President, Treasurer, Secretary, canteen, and other P&C related roles. The successful introduction of Flexischools has seen improvements in the management of canteen orders. In addition, information was successfully gathered regarding all of the school related events and they were put into a simple calendar format that was distributed to all families for Terms 2, 3 and 4.

During 2014 the P&C raised $20,000, these funds have been utilised to purchase netball and softball equipment and to update some of the canteen resources. In addition a pledge has been made to provide a significant contribution to the resurfacing of the outdoor sports courts. This is intended to be the ongoing fund raising focus for the coming year. The school will utilise the resurfaced courts to provide students with a great place to learn and play for many years to come. The P&C also purchased some great banners for use at school and community events. 

As always the operations of the P&C can only be successful with the support of the parents and carers. Thank you to all of you that have been there to support the P&C and in turn the whole school community.
