2. priority business
The school began negotiations to build a Flexible Outdoor Learning Area (FOLA) in mid 2014. At this time the P&C pledged to contribute $20,000 towards the construction of the FOLA.  Since that time Lea has negotiated with the Education Directorate for them to pay half of the overall cost of construction.  

The following issues were discussed:

· Whether the surface of the courts is robust enough, particularly in relation to potential vandalism.
· The issue that the quote had increased several times, this was largely due to the proximity of a heritage listed tree which requires the surface to be porous so that water can continue to reach the roots of the tree, whilst stopping the roots from rising and damaging the surface of the courts.
· The scale of the investment, although it was noted that the P&C’s overall contribution had not increased from its original commitment as both the Board and the Directorate are now contributing, making up the shortfall.
· The Directorate want a commitment about moving ahead on the project before the end of the financial year in order to accrue the funds for next financial year or to allocate the funds to other projects.

· The cost not including fencing, which will need to be a separate project.

· Seeking sponsors to help raise the funds, lessoning the burden on the school budget or to fund construction of a fence.
